It is entirely different from any 
other newspaper play, dealing with 
the bitter rivalry of two star re- 
porters, a man and a woman on 
opposition papers, who are really 
in love with each other, but do 

their best to “scoop” each other. 

The story starts in the press 
room of a state penitentiary, where 
the girl reporter faints before she 
is able to file her story. To save 
her he files his own story to her 
office with a note to have it re- 
written. But the note is over- 
looked and the same story ap- 
pears in the rival newspapers. 

Both are in the “dog house” and 
the girl is furious, believing her 
rival had double crossed her. He 
asks her to marry him, but she 
refuses and determines to show 
him that she really is a good 

‘newspaperman.” 

The two are assigned to a 
murder and alternate in scoring 
“beats” on each other until the 
final climax. 

Bette Davis plays the role of 
the newspaper woman and George 
Brent is the reporter who is in 
love with her but who scorns her 
ability until she eventually beats 
him at his own game. : 

Roscoe Karns plays a comedy 
role as Brent’s photographer while 
Winifred Shaw has the part of a 
Broadway stroller who finally con- 
fesses to slaying a wealthy play- 
boy-atter-Gorden-Westeott, who 
was with her at the time, had 
been convicted of the crime.

Drama Crities’ 

Staunch Friend 

Bette Davis is one motion pic- 
ture star who believes in dramatic 
critics. 

As a matter of fact, her belief 
in the men and women who re- 
view her pictures is so strong she 
has a scrap book several inches 
thick containing nothing but clip- 
pings lauding or criticizing her 
work in the various pictures she 
has made since coming to Holly- 
wood. 

“Looking back over my career,” 
said Miss Davis, star of Warner 
Bros. comedy-drama, “Front Page 
Woman”, now playing at the.......... 
Theatre, “I can recall several 
times when the printed words of 
the critics aided me greatly toward 
whatever success I have gained.” 

Bette avows she will never per- 
mit herself to reach a_ position 
where she feels she is “too big” 
to accept advice from the critics. 

Way back at the start of her real 
film career, when she was first 
beginning to be noticed by the 
critics, Bette was deeply hurt by 
some of the reviews. 

“They seemed full of ‘ifs, buts 
and thoughs’,” she recalled.

Boosted Career 

of Bette Davis 

Three events in the life ef Bette 
Davis proved to be the turning 
points in her career. She. spoke 
about them on the set of “Front 
Page Woman,” her current star- 
ring picture now showing at the 
ss Theatre. 

The first was at the age of 
seventeen, when she was studying 
to be a professional dancer. Frank 
Conway, New York stage director, 
told her she should study for the 
stage, so she gave up dancing to 
enter the John Murray Anderson 
dramatic school. 

A second important event at- 
tended her arrival in Hollywood. 
Naturally an ash blonde, she found 
that this shade of blondeness pho- 
tographed “muddy” on the screen. 
So the ash blondeness was changed 
to “honey” tint. 

“But the event which I hold 
to have been the most important,” 
the actress continued,’ was being 
cast with George Arliss in ‘The 
Man Who Played God.” 

It was not luck, but proven 
ability that brought Miss Davis 
the opportunity to play opposite 
Leslie Howard in “Of Human 
Bondage” and the leading feminine 
role with Paul Muni in “Border- 
town.” But they marked her es- 
tablishment as a real star and 
secured her place as one of the 
foremost dramatic actresses in 
pictures.

To Be A Menace 

Bette Davis, who has the stellar 
role in the Warner Bros. produc- 
tion “Front Page Woman”, which 
comes to the «.....5.... Theatre on 
Sie s says she does not want to 
be a “screen menace.” 

“I hope I shall never be called 
upon to do such characterizations 
as ‘Mildred’ in ‘Of Human Bondage’ 
and ‘Marie’ in ‘Bordertown’ again,” 
she frankly confessed. “The char- 
acters are too hateful.” 

But there was method behind 
her apparent madness. 

They—the powers of the motion 
picture industry—had tried to 
make an ingenue of her. She was 
possessed of an ingenue’s physical 
characteristics; youth, blondeness, 
large eyes. But she had planned 
otherwise. 

The roles of Mildred and Marie 
had a three-fold effect upon the 
destiny of Miss Davis. 

First, they brought about a 
storm of objection throughout the 
length and breadth of the country 
when Miss Davis failed of nomina- 
tion for the award of the Academy 
of Motion Picture Arts and Sci- 
ences for the year’s best per- 
formance by a feminine player. 

Second, they gained for her the 
pseudonym of “the meanest girl in 
pictures.” 

Third, and most important in 
the Davis scheme, they convinced 
the powers of Miss Davis’ ability 
as an actress in any kind of role. 

“Front Page Woman” was 
directed by Michael Curtiz from 
the screen play by Laird Doyle, 
as adapted by Roy Chanslor and 
Lillie Hayward from the _ story 
“Women Are Bum Newspaper 
Men” by Richard Macauley.

Milo Anderson Creates Entire Autumn Ward- 
robe For “Front Page Woman” Star

It’s no secret to Hollywood what’s going to be worn next 
fall. 

Milo Anderson, designer at Warner Bros.’ studios, created an 
entire wardrobe of modish autumn clothes which Bette Davis 
wears in “Front Page Woman’, coming to the 
next 

Since she plays the role of a crackerjack newspaper woman, 
Bette appears exclusively in day- 
time clothes designed for business 
wear. Of her ten changes in the 
picture, seven of the costumes are 
smart suits. The rest include two 
street dresses and a cleverly con- 
ceived velvet coat. So pleased was 
Bette personally with her new pic- 
ture-wardrobe that she obtained 
from the studio permission to buy 
it for her own use, after “Front 

Page Woman” was finished. 

The coat, of grey velveteen, fea- 
tures a basket-stitched yoke with 
wide shoulders, slat seams on the 
bell sleeves, and a double breasted 

top fastened with four buttons. A 
short velvet scarf ties under a 
demure round collar, and with the 
wrap Bette wears a King’s blue 
felt hat, which according to the 
designer, is a cross between a tri- 
corn and a beret. 

New Gray Gabardine 

Perfect especially for a news- 
paper girl—since it has a grand 
“action” back—is Bette’s suit of 
gray gabardine. The back of the 
jacket, instead of being gathered 
from yoke to belt, has_a flat panel 
‘set in with hidden pleats on each 
side. A blue taffeta scarf, ex- 
tending down one side only, is 
caught under a_ strap fastened 
with a covered button, and on the 
skirt, a flat, hand-sewn seam down 
the center of the back is but one 
of the tailoring tricks enhancing 
this suit. 

Also of gabardine is a navy blue 
suit, having a short belted jacket 
with flared hem, and trimming of 
white bengaline. With this Bette 
selected a navy baku straw sailor, 
flaring upwards as to brim, and 
with the Civil War crown. 

Over a brown and white print 
dress, the blonde Bette will wear 
a three-quarter length wool coat 
in brown, tightly belted, flared out 
at the knees, and _ interestingly 
trimmed with quilted, padded halt- 
moons of the print, set in at the 
shoulders. Beige flannel combined 
with navy crepe makes another 
ensemble, while a gray cloth dress 
of Faille Supreme is set off by a 
dickey of gray, blue and white 
printed silk, the back of the frock 
being slashed to show the print, 
which also is used in a kerchief 
effect—draped at the neckline in 
front, and tying in back under an 
erect collar. 

Bette’s Hats Are Small 
Brown again — and gabardine 

again too — is a clever little suit 
with a straight, narrow slit skirt, 
and a top that looks like a double- 
breasted jacket but is really a 
pull-over blouse. This has two 
rows of covered buttons down the 
front to carry out that effect while 
a square yoke of rose-tan crepe, 
set on below a high choker collar, 
widens the shoulders and is re- 
peated in the deep cuffs. 

Bette’s hats, for these costumes, 
are small, but all of them find dash 
and verve in a score of unusual 
little trimming tricks. One, a 
Union blue felt with the Civil War 
crown, has a binding, band and 
bow of natural straw, while an- 

other, also blue felt, is brimless 
and finds its interest in navy blue 
ribbon, set on all the way round, 
in pyramid pleating. 

Appearing with Bette Davis in 
“Front Page Woman,’ which is 
directed by Michael Curtiz, are 
George Brent, Roscoe Karns, 
Joseph Crehan, Dorothy Dare and 
June Martel. The picture was 
adapted from Richard Macauley’s 
magazine story, “Women Are Bum 
Newspapermen,” by Roy Chanslor 
and Lillie Hayward.

Frequently I am asked: “What type of role do you prefer?” 
Invariably during an interview, that question will be shot 

at me sooner or later, and I don’t believe it has been answered 
to my own complete satisfaction yet. 

As a matter of fact, I don’t know. 

I’ve tried them all, but I can truthfully say I don’t know 
which I prefer. 

I’ve caught myself replying to 

BETTE 

DAVIS, 

star of

Woman”, 
now at the 

Theatre. 
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the question on more than one 
occasion with: “Well, I don’t know 
which I prefer, but I do know 
that I don’t want to be a menace.” 

But, upon more mature consider- 
ation, I wonder. 

“Heavy” roles have been very 
kind to me. So, too, have hard- 
boiled and “unconventional” parts. 
Even the simple ingenue roles I 
played at the beginning of my 
screen career certainly did me no 
harm. 

IT have found that the sweet or 
conventional type of woman on 
the screen is perhaps the least in- 
teresting role as far as I am con- 
cerned. However, I can’t say. I 
dislike them. 

I had thought I was least suited 
to comedy, but I enjoyed myself 
immensely playing opposite George 
Brent in “Front Page Woman”, 
which opens at the ............ Theatre 
gb Lampe e Eee patos . 

For a time I sincerely hated the 
part I played in the picture that

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probably brought me my greatest 
praise, the role of “Mildred” in 
“Of Human Bondage.” I took the 
part, that of-a despicable woman, 
simply because I felt I had not 
progressed rapidly enough and 
that TI needed something to at- 
tract attention. 

I was surprised myself, how- 
ever, at the attention the part did 
attract. 

I hesitated again when I was 
offered a_ similar role opposite 
Paul Muni in “Bordertown,” but 
I can not honestly say I disliked 
the part after I got into it. 

I like the role I am now playing, 
that of a girl reporter in Warner 
Bros.’ “Front Page Woman”, but — 
I can not say that it is the type 
of part I like best. The role is 
unconventional, provides a splen- 
did opportunity and I find myself 
enthused with it. But I can not 
say I prefer it to any other that 
I have played. 

I’m afraid that if I conscien- 
tiously answer the question: “What 
type of role do I prefer?” I shall 
have to reply: 

“TY Jike them all. I prefer none.”

Michael Curtiz Spends Weeks In Research 

Before Filming “‘F ront Page Woman” 

Self-respecting newspaper men and women agree that the 
fault of most films with a newspaper background can be traced 
directly to the doors of those producers who haven’t the faintest 
idea of what a press room looks like. 

se 

The men and women who gather news for their “sheets” 
don’t make a practice of writing fan letters, but they never hesitate 
to protest when films picture them as a pack of drunken fools. 

The producers, when cornered, 
will admit that with the possible 
exception of “Five Star Final” 
and “Hi, Nellie!’ their films ap- 
parently have failed to paint a 
true picture of the editorial room 
and the goings-on of reporters. 

Profiting by the experience of 
other studios, Warner Bros., be- 
fore a single camera turned on 
“Front Page Woman,’ which 
comes to. the -........:.. Theatre next 

., decided to get right down 
to bed rock, with the active press 
called in to have its say. 

“What we want is a film which 
will accurately tell the story be- 
hind the newspaper business with- 
out insulting your intelligence,” 
Michael Curtiz, director of the 
film, told news gatherers at a con- 
ference called long before George 
Brent and Bette Davis, the co- 

stars, were given their scripts. 

Then, three weeks before Curtiz 
called the cast together, he disap- 
peared from the lot. 

Every day he visited some edi- 
torial or press room, where he 
watched and swapped yarns. with 
the reporters. At night he went 
out. on assignments with reporters. 
He “covered” important court 
trials. 

When Director Curtiz returned 
to the Warner Bros. lot he knew 
that newspapermen never type 
“Finis” or “End” at the end of 
their stories; that editorial rooms 
are not always overflowing with 
intoxicated reporters; that news- 
papermen scribble notes on the 
backs of envelopes and overdue 
bills instead of in leather note- 
books; that newspapermen do not 
tote a bottle of whiskey in one 
hip pocket and a copy of the 
American Mercury in the other,, 
that newspapermen don’t always 
leave their vests unbuttoned, that 
newspaper women do not powder 
their noses while covering fires 
and murders; that the average 
hewspaperman Can Carry on a con- 
versation for as long as _ three 
minutes without cussing. 

Occasionally he was joined on 
his round of the newspaper offices 

by Miss Davis and when the pic- 
ture finally went into production, 
he surrounded himself by a group 
of men who know the newspaper 
business from the press room to 
the flag pole. 

Among a number of self-ap- 
pointed technical experts on the 
picture was George Brent, the 
co-star, who comes of a family 
with definitely journalistic lean- 
ings and was himself slated for a 
newspaper Career until the stage 
pulled him away. 

The picture itself is the story 
of a newspaper sob-sister, played 
by Miss Davis, and a rival on an- 
other paper, George Brent, with 
whom she fights constantly al- 
though she loves him. 

Adapted from the Richard 
Macauley’s magazine story, “Women 
Are Bum Newspapermen,” by 
Roy Chanslor and Lillie Hayward, 
the screen play was prepared by 
Laird Doyle. The supporting cast 
includes Roscoe Karns, Winifred 
Shaw, J. Farrell Macdonald and 
Gordon Westcott.

Bette Davis has done it again. 

The girl whose “Mildred” in “Of Human Bondage” made 
every woman in the land hate her, and whose “Marie”, played 
opposite Paul Muni in “Bordertown”, established her as the 
‘meanest woman on the screen”, has turned to light comedy. Last 
night, as a newspaper reporter, she scored an equally great 
triumph in “Front Page Woman’ which had its local premiere 
at the >=: Theatre.

That malady which might be 
designated as “Hollywood Heart- 
break” can be traced, in countless 
cases, to a definite and yet curable 
cause, in the opinion of Bette 
Davis, star of Warner’ Bros.

“To cure the disease we must 
perform a major operation”, con- 
tends Miss Davis, “and absolutely 
cut out the infecting ‘Beauty Con- 
tests’. -They are very frequently 
the primary cause of cases of 
‘Sereenitis’ or ‘Moviemania’. And 
we all know that these ailménts, 
seldom leading to success, fre- 
quently develop into ‘Heartbreak’.” 

Young men as well as girls have 
suffered from the “contest bug”, 
the Warner Star points out. 

“T know a young man who is 
absolutely handsome and who had 
got quite well started on an edu- 
cation to be a surgeon”, she re- 
ealls.

“While we were making the pic- 
ture, we were all curious to know 
whether or not newspaper men 
ever married newspaper women, 
especially in cases where they had 
worked as competitors,” Bette 
says. “We were curious, also, as to 
whether a newspaperman in love 
with a girl would ‘scoop’ her on 
stories, or whether he wouldn’t 
quietly slip her the news so that 
she could hold her job. 

“The situation in ‘Front Page 
Woman’ is that George Brent 
scoops me several times, in fact 
even ‘frames’ me so that I print a 
story that makes me appear ridic- 
ulous, although he’s in love with 
me, and I with him, while he’s 

doing so. 

“Some of our company believed 
that love would prevail, in actu- 
ality, and that the reporter 
wouldn’t be so mean to his girl 
friend. But then we heard about 
Mr. Rae and Miss Ross, and were 
convinced that our picture was 

authentic. 

“T have letters of introduction to 
them and will certainly look them 
up when I go East.

Page Woman,’ Warner 
Bros. fast-moving comedy-drama 
dealing with the intense rivalry 
between a man and a woman re- 
porter on opposing newspapers, 
opens today at the 
Theatre for a 
engagement.

George Brent, today earned him- 
self a charter membership in that 
exclusive Hollywood organization, 
the Ancient Order of Expert Hat 
Tossers. 

He did it on the set of Warner

Your correspondent determined 
to settle once and for all the 
question: “Are women bum news- 

papermen?” He went to Warden 

Woolard, city editor of a great 

metropolitan newspaper, the Los 

Angeles Examiner, the man who 

directs the vast, intricate machin- _ 

ery required to collect the so- 

called “local” news that is read by 

hundreds of thousands of persons: 

each day. 

Woolard has spent a score of 

years in the newspaper business. 

For fifteen of these years he has 

been a city editor, supervising the 

activities of newsgatherers, report- 

ers of both sexes. . 

We found him, a quiet, studious- 

looking individual, blonde hair 

close-cropped, seated at his clean 

topped desk in one corner of the 

city room. We asked him: 

“Are women bum _ newspaper- 

men?” 

Woolard smiled, his blue eyes 

crinkling. 

“The best newspaperman I have 

ever known is a woman,” he re- 

plied. 

That being a rather unexpected 

answer we pressed him for more 

information. Did he mean from 

the standpoint of excellence in 

writing or from fact gathering 

ability ? 

“Both,” he replied, laconically. 

“When a big story breaks and I 

want a well-written story founded 

upon all the facts available, I as- 

sign her to handle the yarn.” 

“Then she is now working for 

you?” = : 

“Yes,” the city editor responded. 

“She is Marjorie Driscoll of our 

local staff. Around here we call 

her the ‘best man on the staff.’ 

Personally, however, I believe she 

is one of the best newspapermen 

in the country. At any rate she’s 

the best one I have ever known 

personally.” 

Miss Driscoll, a veteran news- 
paper “man” herself, does not fall 
under the “sob-sister” classifica- 
tion. She will not write that type 
of story, Wollard said, although 
she can, and does, compose poetry. 

The city editor described Miss 
Driscoll’s gripping, dramatic story 
on the sailors who were pulled 
aloft at the end of a rope by the 
dirigible Akron at San Diego sev- 
eral years ago, as one of the out- 
standing pieces of reporting he 
has never known. 

“The story was widely reprint- 
ed,” he commented, “the Literary 
Digest carrying it in full as a 
splendid example of excellence in 
news reporting. Miss Driscoll also 
did a splendid piece of reporting 
on the Jackson Mine disaster sev- 
eral years ago. She went places, 
did things most male _ reporters 
would have evaded if possible.” 

“And you have known other 
women who are good newspaper 
men?” we pursued. 

“There is Adela Rogers St. 
John,’ Woolard continued. “She 
probably is best known now for 
her fiction, but Miss St. John 
could return to the newspaper field 
any time she desired and cover 
any assignment in a manner to 
cause most newspaper men to hang 
their heads in shame. 

“Her forte was courtroom 
‘trials,’ the city editor went on. 
‘““She wrote with such rapidity and 
«larity that she was invaluable as 
a trial reporter, but her field was 
by no means limited to that 
branch of newspaper work. She 
could cover any type of story 
right alongside the best of the

male reporters and she was far 
superior to most mere men.” 

Among Miss St. John’s outstand- 
ing work Woolard listed the trial 
of Clara Phillips, the so-called 
“hammer murderess” who recently 
was paroled from prison, and the 
notorious trial of the late Roscoe 
“Fatty” Arbuckle. Her latest job 
of trial reporting was the Haupt- 
mann case in New Jersey. 

Woolard named many other 
women he would be glad to have 
on his staff of reporters at any 
time, among them Winifred Black, 
of San Francisco; Dorothy Dix, 
who now writes a column; Emma 
Bugbee of the New York Herald- 
Tribune and Ishbel Ross of the 
same newspaper; among others. 

“But,” we interposed, “do you 
consider the average woman _ re- 
porter above the average male re- 
porter?” 

Woolard considered the question 
for a moment before answering. 

“No, I don’t.” he finally replied. 
“But, in my experience, I have 
found this to be true. If a woman 
makes up her mind to become a 
good reporter and goes out and 
meets men reporters on the same 
ground and with equal opportu- 
nity, nine times out of ten she'll 
come back with more information 
and a better written story than her 
rivals of the opposite sex.” 

Which, coming from a member 

of the “opposite sex,” is saying 
considerable.

I’m a newspaper woman now. Supposedly, at least, for in 
my new Warner Bros. picture, “Front Page Woman’, now show- 
ing at the Theatre, I play the part of Ellen Garfield, 
sob-sister of a metropolitan daily. 

One of the duties of a newspaper woman is to interview 
prominent people, so I decided to interview George Brent, who 
is co-starred with me. 

He has had an extraordinarily 
interesting and exciting life. 

At heart an adventurer, Brent 
often is accused of being “close- 
mouthed.” I have found, however, 
that he is anything but that. 

Brent has packed and crammed 
into his thirty years more adven- 
ture than the average person 
would experience in a dozen life- 
times. He comes of a family of 
journalists. A coincidence, inci- 
dentally, for in “Front Page 
Woman” he, too, portrays a news- 
paper reporter. My rival, but I 
get the best of him in the end. 

His adventuresome life really 
began during the Irish revolution, 
during which he served as a dis- 
patch carrier for the rebel leader, 
Michael Collins, who was_ subse- 
quently slain. 

Brent fled for his life, smuggling 
himself aboard a tramp steamer 
bound for America.

His first several years in this 
country were precarious to the

(Here the 
announcer gives a few authentic news flashes, 
followed by:) FLASH! FLASH! Here’s front 
page news about “Front Page Woman,” coming 
to the Strand Theatre tomorrow.
